Wiring

UNIV (120-277V) - Green is ground (PE), black is line and white is neutral.

DC (12-24V) - Black is negative (-) and white is positive (+).

1.	 Disconnect power to Danger Light. 

2.	 To access wiring compartment, open the Danger Light by removing four (4) x M4 screws on the fixture. 

3.	 The standard fixture is supplied with wire leads and connectors. Connectors accept up to 12 AWG wire. UNIV (120-277V) - Green is ground (PE), black is line 
and white is neutral. DC (12-24V) - Black is negative (-) and white is positive (+). 

4.	 The incoming power cable diameter should be 0.25 to 0.375 inches for use with supplied cord grips. Ensure cord grip and/or plug is installed past the inner 
surface of the housing cover. Note: thread sealing tape or paste is required. 

5.	 Reinstall the four (4) M4 screws on the fixture end cap. Torque screws to 10 in-lbs. 

6.	 Reconnect power to fixture.

Cord Grip/Plug: Incoming power cable diameter should be 0.25 to 0.375 inches for use with supplied cord grips. Ensure cord grip and/or plug is installed past the 
inner surface of the housing cover. Thread sealing tape or paste is required.

Harp Mount

1.	 Attach harp to fixture using four (4) 5/16 inch or M8 bolts (provided). 

2.	 Attach fixture with harp to structure using a minimum of two (2) M12 bolts (not provided).
